DESCRIPTION AND INTENDED USAGE

The Ramili Baby Video Monitor RV1000 consists of two units: a transmitter unit with a camera
to monitor the child, and a receiving unit with a monitor for the parents. The video baby
monitor is designed to assist with the remote supervision of children, the ill and elderly,

or animals. The camera goes in the child’s room, whilst the parent’s unit can be placed
anywhere, so long as it is within the transmission range of the camera. The transmission
range will depend on the conditions where the video baby monitor is being used. The video
baby monitor can be watched from anywhere in the world on a smartphone or tablet once
connected to home Wi-Fi.

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SETUP

1. CAMERA SETUP

1.1. Power Supply - Using AC Power or Power Bank

Plug one end of the provided power adapter into a wall outlet and the other end into the back
of the camera. Or use a cable to connect to your Power Bank (Power Bank not included). The
camera automatically turns on when plugged in. See Fig. 3.

Note: Use the adapter or Power Bank labeled OUTPUT: DC 5V 2.0A for the camera.

1.2. Fine Tuning
Place the camera in a convenient location, point the lens toward the observation area.

1.3. Night Vision
The camera has eight high-intensity LEDs for picking up clear images in the dark. When the
light sensor detects low ambient light levels, the LEDs will be automatically activated.

1.4. Room Temperature Measurement
The temperature sensor can measure the room temperature on the camera side and the
room temperature indicator will be displayed on the screen of the monitor unit.

2. MONITOR SETUP

2.1. Power Supply - Using AC Power
The monitor has a built in 3.7V 2600mAh (Li-ion) battery and uses household AC power
current.
1. Plug one end of the provided power adapter into a wall outlet and the other end into the
monitor. See Fig. 4.
Note: Use the adapter labeled OUTPUT: DC 5V 1.0A for the monitor.
2. Slide the Power switch to “ON”. See Fig. 4.
Note 1: When monitor is turned on, the green “Power‘ LED will light up.
When the battery is low, the red LED will start blinking. When the battery is charging,
the red LED will light up.
When charging finishes (fully charged), the “Power LED will turn off (when the
monitor is switched off).
Note 2: ““Out of Range” will be displayed on the LCD screen if the monitor goes out of range.

2.2, Talkback Function
Press the talkback button (ué’ to speak through the camera unit, and the (ué’ icon will then

be displayed on the screen. See Fig. 5.

2.3. Volume Setting
Press the volume up ) or volume down #- buttons to adjust the volume level. See Fig. 6.
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3. HOT KEY OPTIONS

1. Tap the screen and the Hot Key will display on the right side of the screen. See Fig. 7.

2. Hot Key settings need to be completed within 5 seconds. After 5 seconds, the system will
automatically return to the live view.

3.1. Audio Only Mode
Tap the % icon to enable audio mode. This will turn off the video feed after 10 seconds with
audio continuing to play. You can touch the screen to wake it up for 10 seconds. See Fig 8.

3.2. Zoom in Function
Tap the “Zoom in” icon Q on the monitor once to 2X zoom into the image and tap it again to
revert back to normal view. See Fig. 9.

3.3. Music Function
You can play music with the camera with three choices of music. Tap the music icon Bt
make the camera unit play music. See Fig. 10.

3.4. Monitor Remote Control Function

The monitor can control the movement of the camera. The camera head has the ability to
rotate up, down, right and left. Tap the up W or down A icons on the screen to move the
camera up or down. Tap the left <or right > icons on screen to move the camera left or right.
See Fig. 11.

Note: The monitor will be in silent mode when the camera rotates.

4. MENU OPTIONS
Press the menu button <& on the monitor unit to display the main menu on the screen. See
Fig. 12. The main menu contains 3 submenus

4.1. Temperature Setting (Temp. Setting)

In this submenu you can choose between degrees Celsius or degrees Fahrenheit for the
temperature unit. See Fig. 13.

You can set the range for the temperature alert. If you select “Alert On” to enable the
temperature alert and the temperature falls or rises outside the range, a warning sound will
be emitted from the monitor unit. See Fig. 13.

4.2. Brightness Setting (Brightness)
In this submenu you can adjust the screen brightness. See Fig. 14.

4.3. VOX Sensitivity (VOX Sensitivity)
This submenu lets you choose the VOX (voice activation) sensitivity level. When the level is set
to high, quieter sounds will activate the screen.See Fig. 15.
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5. STATUS INFORMATION
The status bar is displayed at the top of the screen. See Fig. 16.

7. PAIRING THE CAMERA WITH THE MONITOR

The camera and monitor are already paired together during production, however the pairing

process can be repeated by following these steps:

1. The camera and monitor should be powered on and placed next to one another.

2. Turn the camera over and on its bottom side you will see a small hole. This provides
access to the pairing button which associates the camera and monitor. Using a thin,
sturdy object, such as a straightened paperclip, lightly push the button. You should feel
when it is pressed. Push and hold the button for 5 seconds. The indicator on the camera
should start to flash.

3. While the indicator on the camera is flashing, take the monitor and press, then release
the menu & button. Then press and hold the increase volume ) button for 5 seconds.
The pairing sign should appear on the screen.

4. The pairing process can take up to 30 seconds.

8. TROUBLESHOOTING

8.1. No Video (Monitor)

e Make sure the camera’s power plug is pushed all the way in.

e Make sure the monitor has enough battery power and is turned on.

e  Restart your camera by unplugging the power adapter and plugging it back in. The
camera will restart after 25 seconds.

e If the power LED is on but only voice signal input is detected, the monitor may be in
audio-only or VOX mode. Press the Menu button to turn on the screen.

e Make sure the camera and monitor are paired. Please pair again (section 7).

8.2. Noise interference on your monitor

e  Ensure the camera is at least 5 feet (1.5m) away from other 2.4GHz products, such as Wi-
Fi routers, Bluetooth or microwave ovens.

e Make sure the camera and the monitor are within range of each other.

8.3. “Camera connecting” status issues (app)

e Timeout: Make sure your smartphone or tablet is connected to Wi-Fi router or 4G LTE
network.

e  Offline: Make sure your camera is connected to the Internet.

8.4. Video issues (app)

¢ Novideo: Please check the status of the camera on camera list.

e Video streaming is not smooth: Video performance can be affected by low internet
bandwidth and wireless interference.

8.5. Camera’s LED indicator stays solid red

The camera has failed to connect to the Wi-Fi router or the connection has been lost.

e  Please make sure your Wi-Fi router is working correctly and then restart your router and
camera by unplugging and reconnecting the power adapter. Wait 1 minute.

e Make sure the camera is paired with your Wi-Fi router using the correct Wi-Fi connection
password. If you are not sure, please delete the camera from list and repeat the steps at
section 6.4 again.
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e  Please make sure the camera is within Wi-Fi signal range. Please move the camera closer
to the Wi-Fi router and try again.

e  Please make sure your router is broadcasting in 2,4 GHz Wi-Fi network.

e Make sure the Wi-Fi router has usual security settings. For example, network access
may be restricted to Mac addresses. Check the settings of Firewall, try to disable it and
connect the camera again.

8.6. Forgot your password
e Please delete the camera from the list and repeat step 6.4 again.

. CARE AND MAINTENANCE
Only use the power supplies which were supplied with the product.

2. Using power supplies from other manufacturers may damage or destroy the video baby
monitor.

3. Place the child unit at least one metre away from the child and somewhere that is out of

the reach of children. The electronics and the cable for the power supply are dangerous

to children and may lead to suffocation, electric shocks, fires or fatalities.

Do not let your child play with the video baby monitor.

Only use the device in the permissible environmental conditions.

Do not expose the device to high temperatures.

Do not expose the device to liquid or chemical substances.

Do not allow the device to be violently shaken, dropped or knocked.

Do not place any items on the device.

10. Do not use the video baby monitor in very humid places, for example, in the bathroom.
The high humidity may damage or break the device.

11. If the video baby monitor has been kept in low temperature conditions, wait at least
an hour before turning it on, allowing it to adjust to room temperature. Otherwise the
device may be damaged.

12. Do not use the device in dusty environments.

13. Ensure that the device is clean. Do not use damp materials to clean the device. Do not
use chemical or abrasive substances. Use a soft, dry cloth to remove any dust from the
surface of the device.

14. Ensure that all units have adequate ventilation, including the power supplies.

15. The video baby monitor is not a medical appliance. Do not use it near electrical medical
equipment.

16. The video baby monitor should not be the exclusive means of remote supervision.
Never rely on the video baby monitor alone. The video baby monitor is intended to
complement regular, visual supervision from an adult.

17. If you notice signs of mechanical damage, burning or smoke from any of the devices
(including the power supplies), or you think that the device is not working normally,
then immediately disconnect the device from any sources of power and contact Ramili
customer support in your region or an authorised repair service.

18. Please familiarise yourself with the section “Cleaning and maintenance” later on in these
instructions.

19. The Ramili® Baby RV1000 is best performed within a temperature range of 0°C to +40°C.

20. Do not open the cabinet, no serviceable parts inside.
